Overview

The Marlborough International Marketing Group is a joint venture partnership between Destination Marlborough and tourism operators in the region. 

International Marketing Group partners are export-ready operators, committed to tourism in Marlborough.  These operators are experienced in meeting and exceeding the expectations of international visitors and have invested in product development and continual product improvements over time.  They are experienced in international marketing and have a proven understanding of the international travel wholesale and retail industry and its distribution channels.

In order to achieve growth in international visitor numbers to the region, Destination Marlborough channels funding from the MIMG into market and relationship development with offshore travel wholesalers and retailers, and market visits to New Zealand based Inbound Tour Operators. We also work with Tourism New Zealand on trade and media opportunities for the region. This work ensures the inclusion of Marlborough in a wide range of travel brochures and websites.  The hosting of offshore buyers by Destination Marlborough often results in contracts being won by MIMG members.

International Marketing Group partners include operators from the accommodation, transport, and activity sectors in Marlborough.  

Membership
The Marlborough International Marketing Group is a membership based group limited to 25 operators annually.  Applicants for membership must meet set criteria around being export ready, and quality assured, and must be committed to the responsibilities of MIMG membership.  
Membership is for a minimum of one year, from July – June.  It is expected that members will remain in the group for at least three years.  


The annual fee for MIMG membership is $2000 +GST, invoiced in July and January.
